When cremation is complete, all cremated
remains are secured in an inner liner and
clearly labeled. Once sealed, they are placed
in the urn selected.

prior to, and following the funeral, including coordination with those providing other
portions of the funeral, e.g. cemetery, crematory and others; and live streaming of your
event. In addition, this fee includes a proportionate share of our basic overhead costs.

Embalming

certain funeral arrangements, such as a funeral with viewing. If you do not want embalming,

This charge includes disposal of regulated
medical waste and compliance with OSHA Bloodbourne Pathogen, Formaldehyde,
Hazardous Material Communication and Health and Safety Standards/Regulations.
